TIMELY RESCUE

Pete Falconer recounts his harrowing experience in California

P ete Falconer has been mountain
climbing since he was seven
years old. The 32 year old thought
that he had seen everything and was
prepared for any situation, but one
day that all changed. It was a hot
August day in California and Pete
was out climbing with a group of
friends. “That day started just like
any other. If you'd have told me what
was going to happen later on, il
would never have believed you,” Pete
told us. He decided to move ahead of
the rest of the group and started
climbing up the face of a mountain
known as The Antelope. If he'd
stayed with the others, they would
have been able to reach him faster or

even catch hold of him to stop him
falling, but Pete was out there all
alone when he lost his footing and
fell down into a canyon.
